Frequently asked questions?
When does the course run and where? 

The course runs at the University of Chichester’s Bognor Regis Campus and
local venues as arranged with our partner LA’s.  Dates arranged in conjunction with LA advisor and tutors from The Mathematics Centre, University of Chichester. Occasionally, there are specialist courses such as “Developing and Leading a Primary Mathematics Week” which run at different times of the year and are publicised through schools and colleges.
Which modules are available on the MA Mathematics Education programme  in 20010/11?

Mathematics: A Human Activity,  Geometry in a Contemporary Setting, Mathematics curricula, learning and assessment, Studies in the Mathematics Classroom, Contemporary issues in mathematics education and Research Seminars. Normally, you should begin with Mathematics: A Human Activity but there may be exceptions according to your time of entry to the programme.  Other modules may be on offer at local venues in Essex and London Borough of Bromley.
How many modules do I have to study? 

When you have successfully completed three modules you will have a Postgraduate Certificate in Mathematics Education.  The Postgraduate Diploma in Mathematics Education requires successful completion of six modules. After passing six modules a dissertation of approximately 18,000 words in length is required to be passed to obtain the MA in Mathematics Education

Do I need to write a personal statement?

A paragraph on why you want to study at post-graduate level and your motivation to take the course is required.

Do I have to have qualified teacher status?
For reduced fees you must have QTS (Qualified Teacher Status). Note: Fees are subsidised by the TDA Postgraduate Professional Development (PPD) funding and/or your own Local Authority depending on the module or post graduate diploma taken. See current promotional details for course costs.
Can I take the course if I do not have QTS?
Your application will be considered, however you will not receive the benefit of reduced fees by way of funding from the TDA PPD fund, so the full course fee which is £447 per module will be payable (fees applicable from September 2010).
